Frear Park is the largest of 

Troy’s public parks, centrally 

located and comprised of 247 

acres.  Most of the land was 

donated by the Frear family in 

1917, with the stipulation that 

ñThe parcel of land be forever 

be dedicated to public use, 

and be named óFrear Parkôò  

Frear Park offers many recrea-

tional opportunities, such as an 

18-hole golf course, hockey 

arena, softball fields, tennis 

courts, playgrounds picnic areas, 

and now, of course, nature trails.

Also thanks to the City 

of Troy for the use of their 

woodchips, and to the Hudson 

Valley Greenway Project for 

initial trail exploration and de-

sign. www.frearparkconservancy.org 



Directions and Parking 

Frear Park is located in Troy, New York. From 

route 7 (Hoosick St), go north on Oakwood Ave, 

15th st, Lavin Ct, or North Lake Ave.  Parking  

lots are located next the clubhouse, playground, 

the tennis courts, off of North Lake Ave, and off 

of Oakwood Ave next to Wright Lake.

Piscawan Trail 

This most scenic trail will pass 

Bradley Lake, a beaver pond, and 

Piscawan Falls. Return on the ser-

vice road without disturbing the 

golfers. Some steep sections near 

the falls, but if you are quiet, you 

can see the turtles and the beaver 

in Bradley Lake 

Perimeter Trail  

This flat trail mostly goes through 

the woods and is still very much in 

progress. If finished, it will take 

you past two 200 year old oaks 

Connector Trail  

Combine this half-developed trail 

with the fully developed perimeter 

trail along Frear Park View Ave to 

complete an easy 1 mile loop of-

fering some spectacular views of 

the Hudson Valley 

Wright Lake Trail  

Near completion, this easy trail 

loops around Wright Lake and 

passes the beautiful Pagoda. Look 

closely to spot all the beaver nests 

and the remnants of the piping of 

the Troy Water Works behind his-

toric Acadia Hall. Did you know 

that Bradley Lake and Wright 

Lake used to be the water reser-

voirs for Troy?
